
and empirical research demonstrating that more diverse plant and soil communities are needed 

to maintain desirable soil properties and its productivity. Thus, the development of agroecological 

tools is needed to reintegrate plant and soil biodiversity into agroecosystems to sustain productivity. 

Here I will present some of my research demonstrating the importance of plant species diversity 

and soil microbial diversity for maintaining ecosystem functioning and how we may be able to apply 

biodiversity-ecosystem functioning concepts to promote sustainable agroecosystems.
