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(iii) For non-medical absences exceeding 48 hours, submitting appropriate 
documentation (e.g., obituary, police report, accident report, court order, etc.) to 
Academic Counselling in their Faculty of registration in order to be eligible for 
academic consideration.

c. The duration of the excused absence will be for a maximum of 48 hours from the 
time the Self-Reported Absence form is completed through the online portal, or from 8:30 
am the following morning if the form is submitted after 4:30 pm;
