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Developmental Language Disorder Specific Learning Disorder
Persistent language difficulties with a significant impact on 
everyday interactions or school learning that emerges in the 
course of development (CATALISE, but also consistent with the 
ICD-11 category of the same name).
This definition is consistent with DSM-5 Language Disorder, and 
includes pragmatic language skills (see also, Social Pragmatic 
Communication Disorder)
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
