


Research Question: Beyond the quantitative growth seen in both student reading



etc. Additionally, several different barriers to successful collaboration were also identified and
included: a lack of confidence in teaching language/literacy concepts, a lack of buy-in regarding
all aspects of the project, heavy caseload/classroom demands that prevented participants from
focusing the amount of time and energy on the project as they felt necessary for proper
implementation, etc.

Implications: The findings of the current study provide a critical narrative regarding the
barriers and facilitators that are seen as influential in successful SLP-educator collaboration in

early language and literacy instruction.
