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N2270/NRSG7113 NURSING CARE FOR OLDER ADULTS

Course Description:

Aging is a major factor impacting healthcare delivery in the 21% century, and older adults are the
core consumers of health care. In this course, students apply clinical decision-making by
correlating physiologic, psychological and environmental interactions with older adults while
focusing on cultural, social, ethical, and legal concepts of care.

Expanded Description:

In this course, students explore the fundamental principles of aging and personal and family-
centred nursing care for the older adult population in a variety of health care settings. Students
will learn the normal aging process and the impact of diseases in older age. Students will learn
how to approach geriatric assessments given the complexities of this population and understand
the role of interprofessional team collaboration in caring for older adults. Students also develop
an understanding of the existing resources, policies and legal aspects of senior care prevailing in
the community based on Ministry of Health and Long-term Care guidelines. This course will
encourage students to engage actively and acknowledge the various community services of
geriatric care and how to incorporate those into their future nursing careers.

Absence from Course Commitments
Students must familiarize themselves with the Policy on Academic Consideration —

Examples of flexibility in assessment include when there are
assessments not required for calculation of the final grade (e.g. 8 out of 10 quizzes), when there
is flexibility in the submission timeframe (e.g. 72 hour no late penalty period), or when timed
assessments (e.g., quizzes) are available over an extended period of time (e.g., when you are
given a 72 hour time period to start — and finish — the assessment).

Please note that any academic considerations granted in this course will be determined by the
instructor of this course, in consultation with the academic advisors in your Faculty of
Registration, in accordance with information presented in this course syllabus. Supporting
documentation for academic considerations for absences due to illness should use the Student
Medical Certificate or, where that is not possible, equivalent documentation by a health care
practitioner.
