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In addition to the practical component, students will be expected to attend a weekly seminar

that will consist of either:

a) a mix of didactic or interactive seminar format aimed at providing background, overview,
concepts, rationale related to specific rehab practices that the students will see as part

of their practical work.

b) a lab or discussion-based format where the course instructor(s) and teaching
assistant(s) would briefly introduce concepts surrounding rehabilitation practices and/or
provide training experiences associated with these practices. This would transition to
students presenting their observations and learnings associated with their practicum
area of focus so as to give an overview to all students of each rehab practice covered in

the course.

A special aspect of this course is that it will provide several opportunities for practical
experiences. This will involve being at Parkwood Institute. During these sessions there will be
opportunities to interact with various professionals as well as individuals who are living with
disability. 1t is expected that students provide their own transportation to Parkwood

Institute acknowledging that it does take —20 min by car and —40 min by bus

between Western and Parkwood. Parkwood connects with the University via the LTC
Richmond line (#6) or Masonville Place/White Oaks Mall line (#13). Parking is available at a
cost of $6.75 at Parkwood Institute.
