DESCRIPTION OF THE COURSE 
This course explores the power of animation as a form of audiovisual representation, with a particular 
emphasis on Japan. We will trace the intertwined history of film, television, video, and computer 
animation from short films in the 1930s to the present day media mix that incorporates comic books, 
light novels, video games, and toys. Japanese anime franchises will be examined from the side of 



  

film and take notes at the same time. You will be give fifteen minutes at the end of each screening to 
write some comments and questions about the film. This is part of the course requirements and must 
be completed most weeks. I will distribute prompts that will give you some ideas to respond to. Also, 
some of the screenings feature TV series that will be shown in specific excerpts. It will not be easy to 
reconstruct those screenings so speak to me if you have a reason to miss a screening.  
If you are absent from a screening or lecture, or an assignment is late due to illness or other
