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This course will enable students to improve their reading skills in French. The emphasis 

will be placed on the practical development of reading abilities through in-class 

exercises, and a review of the principles of understanding, word analysis and 

decomposition, identification of thought clusters, primary message secondary message, 

overarching structure of unifying principles, summary through analysis of logical 

grammatical structure and vocabulary clusters suggestive of underlying ideas harmonized 

with the main unit of thoughts of each paragraph, of various rhetorical styles (description, 

narration, argumentation, debate etc.), and of logical patterns and mechanics in written 

representation and communication. Furthermore the identification of aim, context, 

culture, or ideology of the text will be studied under the general questions: why, in what 

context, and for whom was that text written?

-se familiarisera avec des genres d’écriture différents et acquerra des techniques de 

lecture propres à ceux-ci; 

-améliorera sa capacité à comprendre les enjeux avoués ou voilés des textes 

argumentatifs en français sur des sujets divers et lors de situations de communication 

variées révélatrices de faits culturels de l’espace francophone auquel les étudiants seront 

sensibilisés; 

-continuera son apprentissage du bon usage de la langue en identifiant les  connecteurs 

logiques et temporels, les niveaux de langue, la ponctuation, etc. et l’enrichissement du 

vocabulaire;  

-apprendra a reconnaitre des procédés rhétoriques et stylistiques;
