Rapport et abrégé - 30%:

. Each student will prepare a 1,500-word Report (25%) and an Abstract (5%) on
a topic of his/her choice. An abstract is a concise summary of the report.
. Report topics and detailed instructions are given the second week of classes.

Due dates will be assigned the third week of classes. There is a 2% per
weekday penalty for late Reports/Abstracts.

. Abstracts will be between 150 and 200 words. Students will read aloud the
abstract, which will conclude with 1 fact-based question and answer. Some of
these questions will be used in part of the Midterm Test and Final Exam.
Abstracts and questions will be posted on the course web site.

15, 2018. The test includes questions from student abstracts, and other
guestions based on course material.
