OBSERVATION : In the past couple of years, too many students shunned their 
classmates, and then complained that they had no sociable nor intellectual 
interactions with students from the class, who came and went barely greeting 
each other, barely holding the door for one another, and one remaining glued to 
her cell phone placed strategically under the table (a bit of a caricature but close 
to truth). As well, a minority of students did not read the texts and of course did 
not have a clue for what was happening in class, which did not lead to joyful nor 
stimulating critical discussions. What is expected from you is that you read the 
texts assigned to you for this course, ahead of class discussions, and form some 
kind of curiosity about it. For that reason, I resorted to implementing Packback 
questions, as commonly practiced in the sciences.  

Packback Questions: Participation is a requirement for this course, and the 
Packback Questions platform will be used for online discussion about class 
topics. Packback Questions is an online community where you can be 
fearlessly curious and ask open-ended questions to build on top of what we are 
covering in class and relate topics to real-world applications.  (See B. in the
