Par$cipa$on: Students are expected to aDend every class and come prepared to par&cipate in the 
discussion. This may mean reading any assigned material, checking vocabulary, researching a topic 
and/or preparing a short presenta&on.  

  
Role plays / debates: Students will be assigned roles to improvise or prac&ce a conversa&on, or conduct 
a debate on a topic provided by the instructor. They will apply structures and expressions as well as 
intercultural communica&on skills learned in class.   

Quizzes: There will be a number of short vocabulary quizzes on words and expressions covered in class. 
Students will be provided with lists for study purposes.  

  
Presenta$ons: Each student will give several short presenta&ons on a chosen topic. These presenta&ons 
will typically be about five minutes long. Students are required to bring a list of keywords which they will 
share with the class, but are not supposed to read from a prepared script. The presenta&on will include 
ques&ons for class discussion.   

Oral Assessments: These will be conducted individually or in pairs/ small groups. The first assessment 
will take place aKer the first month of classes and the second one at the end of the course.
