These skills include time management, oral 
communication, grant writing, teaching, leadership, research, project management, editing, 
interpersonal skills, and an appreciation of ethical and civic responsibility. The course emphasizes 
peer and participatory learning and includes a series of collaborative and individual exercises 
that will not only serve to enrich students’ skills, but also provide them with concrete 
experiences to add to their CVs.
