COMPOSITION 
 
Nine members, elected by the Senate, one of whom must be a student who is a 
member of Senate, and at least one of whom must be a member of staff. 
 
Two alumni of Western appointed by the Alumni Association for two-year terms. 
 
One President (or designate) of an Affiliated University College appointed on a one-
year rotational basis.
